Pre-School:  No report.
Spirituality/Liturgy: No report.
Finance: Joan Brewer submitted an update on the financial report.

Faith Formation: Joan Brewer reported the four parishes have combined as one committee.  The Chairperson is Joan Brewer, Vice-Chairperson is Dave Weisbrod, and Secretary is Glenn Yeager. Doris Boyd will be the FFC representative from St. Paul’s. Fr. Scott shared that the last RM3 meeting was cancelled because there was no need. He suggested the need to “tweak” presentation of RM3 until the congregation is more familiar with the text. The FFC January meeting will be a training meeting. PPC will be invited to attend.  Patsy explained the Catechesis of the Good Shepard program and the need to develop more catechists for the program.  St. Paul’s will host Vacation Bible School this summer for all four parishes.  They want to invite St. Peter’s and St. Mary of the Rock.  St. Paul’s has a Parish Mission scheduled for Lent 2012 and all parishes will be invited. The Commission approved Sandy Gill to lead the next Bible Study program to start in January.  

Maintenance:  Ray submitted the following: Many of the security lights have been replaced on the buildings. Gutter guards were installed on porch and west side of Rectory.  The door on west end of church has been insulated and secured.  A new tarp has been installed in bell tower to catch bat droppings.  More circuits are being added to the kitchen to eliminate problems with breaker overloading.  We are working on floor problems pointed out by engineer from Indianapolis.  Future projects are repairing opening on front of hall in gable area and installing new light on west side of hall by steps area. Also, we will be getting quotes on west end of church on the soffit where the wood is rotting.

Ladies Organization:  Christmas flowers were ordered. Flowers were also taken to members of parish who are in nursing homes.  There will be a breakfast on April 22.

FUN(d) Raising Committee:  Around $600.00 profit from buddy peelers. 86 paver bricks have been sold. Sally is going to book another P&G survey in the spring.
